5. Slide stock collar up against stock, mak-
ing sure the stock collar toe is positioned
towards the muzzle as the swivel slides
into its slot.

6. Tighten thumb nut (hand-tight) against
stock collar. If dedicating Accu-Shot™ to
your rifle, tighten brass-tipped locking set
screw with supplied Allen wrench.

1. Rotate actuator knob up to a midway
point on the actuator rod. With your
bipod’s legs extended, make adjustments
toacquire a “rough” sight picture. Now
rotate actuator knob for precise target ac-
quisition.

8. To retract, rotate actuator knob away
from positioning thumb nut. Loosen
thumb nut until it will clear the leading
edge of the stock collar’s retraction slot,
rotating the actuator rod into the retrac-
tion slot. Tighten thumb nut against re-
traction face, followed by the actuator
knob. If Accu-Shot™ is not dedicated to
the firearm, you must hold stock collar
against stock during this rotation of leg.
